I.  REQUESTS FOR CLARIFICATION AND CHANGES TO RFP
1.  The State added 5 new products to the Laundry category, Solid Super Impact, Tetrox, Solid Rinse Dry, Lime-A-Way and Solitaire.  None of these are laundry products.  They are all dishwashing and should stand on their own and have their own category.  In addition, these 2 categories would have different discounts for additional products.
You do not list any quantities for the dishwashing products which means whoever wins the laundry products will get these dishwashing products.  In looking over our records you currently are buying 120 cases of Tetrox, 39 cases of Solid Rinse Dry, 2000+ cases of Solid Super Impact, 300 cases of Solitaire and 300 cases of Lime-A-Way.  As you can see, this is a large number and would have an effect on the outcome of this section.  In addition, the State units currently enjoy monthly service.  We provide all equipment which they service and repair at no charge to the State.  All our service reps are Serv Safe certified.  We provide training and wall charts and these are additional requirements that need to be added to the RFP so the State continues to enjoy this type of product and service.
Answer:  The 5 items noted above have been removed from the Laundry category, and have been placed in a new category entitled Dishwasher.  Dilution rate will apply to the Dishwashing category.  Usage quantities have been added to the Dishwashing category.
2. The State has transferred 2 items from Soaps and Skincare category as follows:

Dish Brite 40# has been transferred to Dishwasher category

Dazzle 40# has been transferred to Laundry category
3.  Laundry category, all products in this category should have a dilution rate section that would be reflected as cost to wash 100 lbs of linen as this is the industry standard.
Answer:  The State has added dilution rate column to this category.
4.  In all sections of the worksheet that require dilution ratios, the column marked "C - Adjusted Price In Ready To Use Gallons or Quarts (dated Manufacturer List Price times category discount)", is this "ready to use gallon or quart" a diluted gallon or diluted quart?
Answer:  Please refer to instruction sheet on Appendix A, bullet #8.  It depends on the unit of measure stated for the product.  If the product’s unit of measure is gallon, then it would be gallon.  If the product’s unit of measure is quart, then it would be quart.
5.  The current description of this calculation (dated manufacturer list price times category discount) calculates the discount.  It should be (dated manufacturer list price less discount).
Answer:  Correct.  The State has changed each affected category to reflect “Dated Manufacturer’s List Price less Discount”
II CHANGES TO THE RFP
1.  Appendix A, category entitled Laundry, dilution rate will apply to this category.
2.  Appendix A, category entitled Floor Finish and Sealers, product code #PR5781 is not a dilutable product.

3.  Appendix A, category entitled Floor Finish and Sealers, product code #PR5281 is a dilutable product.

4.  Revise Section 47.0 to include the following (added language is underlined and deleted language is contained in brackets):
47.0 Contractors shall provide, at no additional cost to the Authorized Purchaser, a sufficient number of chemical blending dispensers, and paper goods dispensers, and laundry dispensers as needed for use with a variety of Goods supplied under the Price Agreement.  Dispensers for product distribution shall be equivalent to the manufacturer and product number. The chemical dispensing equipment must be permanent, wall-mounted, tamper-resistant and anti-backflow.  Such equipment shall be manufactured in a manner which prevents chemical backflow and has the following features: key lock, metal construction adjustable dilution ratios and flow rate dispensing of four (4) gallons per minute under high flow and one (1) gallon per minute under low flow conditions. All dispensing equipment shall be replaced or repaired as needed to work with Contractor’s product.  Section 47.1, 47.2, 47.3 and 47.4 and 47.5 and 47.6 are provided to give Contractor an estimated number of chemical dispensers and laundry dispensers required.

A minimum of 124 Quick Mix 4 button units or equivalent are required.  Description of this unit is as follows:

Dispenses quickly, accurately and automatically.  Sealed cartridge of concentrate makes up to 1024 gallons of RTU product.  Approved air gap backflow preventer; meets strict plumbing codes of the Pacific NW.  Mounts easily to wall, countertop or cart.  Durable stainless steel construction.  Selfdraining drip tray.  Keylocks to prevent unauthorized use.

A minimum of 143 Quick Mix 2 button units or equivalent are required.  Description of this unit is as follows:

Dispenses quickly, accurately and automatically.  Sealed cartridge of concentrate makes up to 1024 gallons of RTU product.  Approved air gap backflow preventer; meets strict plumbing codes of the Pacific NW. Mounts easily to wall, countertop or cart.  Durable stainless steel construction.  Self-draining drip tray.  Keylocks to prevent unauthorized use.

A minimum of 63 Handy Mix Wall Mounted Dispensers or equivalent are required.  Description of this unit is as follows:

A minimum of 47 Handy Mix Portable Dispensers or equivalent are required.  Description of this unit is as follows:

Handy Mix-Multi-Product Dispensing System.  The Handy Mix-Chemical Dispensing System offers the latest in convenience and safety for automatically diluting concentrated commercial cleaners.

47.5  Metering tips must be factory sealed inside the container so that manual adjusting of proportions cannot occur.
